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Tambov was founded in 1636 as a fortress to defend the Moscow state. In 1796 Tambov became the centre of the province, in 1937 it 
acquired the regional importance. The population is more than 318.000 people. 
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In the course of time Tambov became a modern trade, industrial, social and cultural centre. It’s history is closely connected with great names: academician, the founder of biosphere science V.I. Vernadski, the founder of cybernetics A.N. Kholmogorov, composer and conductor S.V. Rachmaninov,
